(CONSIDERATIONS)

I. The judgments of the fifth and sixth trumpet-
angels are called woes;

II. The third woe applies to the seventh trumpet-
angel’s blast, which will be discussed in Ch. 11;

IIl. The images and symbols that confront John in
the scenes of the fifth and sixth trumpet-angels
are supernatural. This means that whatever the
fifth and sixth scenes involve, what they portray
and symbolize is not within normal human
understanding and experience.
