“..the kingdom of the cosmos...”-The
Greek word (kxocioc) can refer to the

universe or any part of it, though most
frequently, the earth! This word appears
three times in Revelation (here, 13:7; and
17:8) and each time the context is the earth
and God’s redemptive work in the world.
Here, God is taking back the world, which
He created, and which Satan usurped. We
will fully expound on this mighty act of God
in Revelation 21:1.
