
NOTE ON PARTICIPATING IN THE LORD'S SUPPER 

As intended by Christ and as practiced by the one, holy, catholic 

and apostolic Church throughout history, Closed Communion is 

observed by this congregation, in which the Lord’s Supper is 

distributed only to those who: 

 (a) are baptized in the Name of the Father, the Son, and the 

Holy Spirit; 

 (b) have been instructed in the truth of Holy Scriptures as 

taught in the Lutheran Confessions, have been confirmed in 

and are a faithful member of a congregation of The Lutheran 

Church-Missouri Synod or a synod that has altar fellowship 

with the LC-MS, and continues to embrace this same Lutheran 

faith in the same way that it is believed, taught, confessed, and 

practiced at this congregation; 

 (c) believe that in this Sacrament Christ Jesus is truly present 

(The Real Presence) in, with, and under the bread and wine 

which is the Real Body and Blood of Christ that is distributed 

to and orally received by you, bestowing on you the 

forgiveness of sins, life, and salvation; 

 (d) that you have truly examined yourself and have repented 

of all your sins, and desire to receive God’s forgiveness in this 

Holy Meal. 

If you are a guest at Shepherd of the Springs Lutheran Church, 

we kindly ask that you first speak with our pastor before receiving 

this Blessed Sacrament. It is in accord with Holy Scripture that 

we practice Closed Communion and, therefore, it is an expression 

of our sincere friendship and concern for your spiritual welfare. 

If you desire to learn more about our beliefs we ask you to speak 

with our pastor. 

Invocavit:  The First Sunday in Lent  
Jesus Does Battle in Our Place 

 

With the spiritual weapons of fasting, prayer, and almsgiving 

now firmly in our grasp after Ash Wednesday and the two days 

following, the First Sunday in Lent, Invocavit, introduces the 

theme of spiritual warfare, one which will predominate and 

intensify as the season progresses. The Prophecy shows us the 

first temptation of man, in which Satan lured our first parents 

to destruction with food and the promise of being like God. 

The Holy Gospel shows the evil one using the same tactics 

once again to draw the new Adam to destruction, but our Lord 

Jesus pushes back the assaults of the evil one, one after another 

by using God’s holy Word, which gives us strength to do the 

same. 

The Epistle from 2 Corinthians tells us that now is the day of 

salvation, now is the time to cast off the works of darkness and 

put on the armor of light. St. Paul also shows us the paradoxes 

of serving this Christ as His minister: “as dying, and behold 
we live…as sorrowful, yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet mak-

ing many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all 

things.”
