NOTE ON PARTICIPATING IN THE LORD'S SUPPER
As intended by Christ and as practiced by the one, holy, catholic
and apostolic Church throughout history, Closed Communion is
observed by this congregation, in which the Lord’s Supper is
distributed only to those who:

(a) are baptized in the Name of the Father, the Son, and the
Holy Spirit;

(b) have been instructed in the truth of Holy Scriptures as
taught in the Lutheran Confessions, have been confirmed in
and are a faithful member of a congregation of The Lutheran
Church-Missouri Synod or a synod that has altar fellowship
with the LC-MS, and continues to embrace this same Lutheran
faith in the same way that it is believed, taught, confessed, and
practiced at this congregation;

(c) believe that in this Sacrament Christ Jesus is truly present
(The Real Presence) in, with, and under the bread and wine
which is the Real Body and Blood of Christ that is distributed
to and orally received by you, bestowing on you the
forgiveness of sins, life, and salvation;

(d) that you have truly examined yourself and have repented
of all your sins, and desire to receive God’s forgiveness in this
Holy Meal.

If you are a guest at Shepherd of the Springs Lutheran Church,
we kindly ask that you first speak with our pastor before receiving
this Blessed Sacrament. It is in accord with Holy Scripture that
we practice Closed Communion and, therefore, it is an expression
of our sincere friendship and concern for your spiritual welfare.
If you desire to learn more about our beliefs we ask you to speak
with our pastor.

Laetare: The Fourth Sunday in Lent
The Lord Feeds His People

The Lord provided bread from heaven for His people in the
wilderness (Ex. 16:2-21). Now He who is Himself the living
bread from heaven miraculously provides bread for the five
thousand (St. John 6:1-15). This takes place near the time of the
Passover, after a great multitude had followed Jesus across the
sea, and when He went up on a mountain. Seen in this way, Jesus
is our new and greater Moses, who releases us from the bondage
of Mount Sinai and makes us free children of the promise (Gal.
4:22 — 5:1a). Five loaves become twelve baskets—that is, the
five books of Moses find their goal and fulfillment in Christ,
whose people continue steadfastly in the doctrine and fellowship
of the twelve apostles, and in the breaking and receiving of the
bread of life, which is the body of Christ together with His
precious blood, and in the prayers (cf. Acts 2:41-47).
